Instructions for Applying to the US Transportation Security Administration (TSA) Alien Flight Student Program (AFSP)

Who Should Apply for TSA Clearance?
· Those who are NOT United States citizens or nationals seeking flight training from an FAA-regulated flight training provider for any aircraft. 

· This application is required for each course (Private, Instrument, Commercial, Multi Add-on) and is approved for 1 year. 
To Apply:
1. Visit https://www.flightschoolcandiates.gov/
2. First, create a new student account.  

· Select “Create New Student Account” in the upper right hand corner.  (Be sure to have a current, valid, Government-issued ID – typically a passport and a valid email address ready for when prompted)

3. A User ID and password will then be emailed to you after you have completed creating an account.  

4. Complete the online training request forms, including the following types of information:

· Residence and citizenship

· Details of the requested training – such as:

· All training conducted at Monarch Air is under Category “3” 

· Your course number will be “141” or “61”
· Course name: Initial for Private Pilot Training
NOTE:  You must complete a training request for each course or instance of training you wish to attend (i.e.: private pilot Training, Instrument Rating, etc.), even if the training is all conducted with Monarch Air.  

5. Upon submission of the training request forms, the AFSP will confirm the validity of the training request with Monarch Air. 

6. Upon acknowledgement of your request for flight training by Monarch Air, you will be notified by AFSP and directed to pay the $130.00 USD processing fee.  After payment, AFSP reviews the request.

7. If the flight training request meets the required criteria, you and Monarch Air will be notified of a preliminary decision on the training request.

8. If the preliminary request is favorable, the candidate will be provided with instructions on how to submit fingerprints.

9. An approval email will be sent to you and Monarch Air.  Category 3 students may start training after receiving Final Approval to initiate training email from AFSP.
